(except descriptions of real property and guotations).

{b)- (c) One copy of submitted jury instructions shall be free of citations.

(d) Nothing in this rule shall prohibit the filing of documents or written instruments on different
size paper or double sided when (1) the original of the document or written instrument is another
size paper and/or double-sided and (2) the law requires the original document or written instrument
be filed with the Court, as in the case of wills or other documents.
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
