 Governor Mead has thirty days to appoint one of these three nominees to serve as 
the new District Judge.  Current members of the Judicial Nominating Commission are 
three lawyers elected by the Wyoming State Bar:  Richard H. Honaker of Rock Springs, 
Professor John M. Burman of Laramie, and Gay Woodhouse of Cheyenne; and three non-
lawyers appointed by the Governor:  Rosie Berger of Big Horn, Lori A. Emmert of 
Douglas, and Paul Scherbel of Afton.
