Please do not submit letters of recommendation, as the Commission will not 

consider them, but will instead only review letters specifically required by the Expression 

of Interest.

Judge from a list of three names submitted to him by the Judicial Nominating 

Commission.  Serving on the Judicial Nominating Commission are Chief Justice Davis, 

three lawyers elected by the Wyoming State Bar:  Richard H. Honaker of Rock Springs, 

Professor John M. Burman of Laramie; and Gay Woodhouse of Cheyenne; and three non-

lawyers appointed by the Governor:  Lori A. Emmert of Douglas, Rosie Berger of Big 

Horn, and Paul Scherbel of Afton.
