Please do not submit letters of recommendation, as the Commission will not 

consider them, but will instead only review documents specifically required by the 

expression of interest. 

 

 Governor Mark Gordon will appoint the Fifth Judicial District Circuit Court Judge 

(Park County) from a list of three names submitted to him by the Judicial Nominating 

Commission.  Serving on the Judicial Nominating Commission are Chief Justice Fox, three 

lawyers elected by the Wyoming State Bar:  Gay Woodhouse of Cheyenne, Anna Reeves 

Olson of Casper, and Katherine Strike of Lander; and three non-lawyers appointed by the 

Governor:  Gudrid Espenscheid of Big Piney, Paul Scherbel of Afton, and Dan Kirkbride 

of Chugwater.
