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Application

The Application section establishes when the various Rules apply to a judge or judicial
candidate.

L. Applicability of this Code.

L

(B) A judge, within the meaning of this Code, is anyone who is authorized to perform
judicial functions, including but not limited to, justices of the supreme court, district court judges
and commissioners, chancery court judges, circuit court judges and magistrates, special masters,
referees, municipal judges and alternate municipal judges, and a retired judge, commissioner or
magistrate who has been given a general or special appointment to hear cases by the Wyoming
Supreme Court, but shall not include administrative hearing officers or other members of the
administrative law judiciary.
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
